The Nomenclature of Academic Degrees in Japan:
A Result of the 1995 Survey

Kohei Goto*

This is a report on the second NIAD survey on the nomenclature of academic
degrees in Japan. The National Institution for Academic Degrees, NIAD, performed
the first survey in 1994 and reported the result in the 2nd issue of this journal in
December 1994.

Before the revision of educational codes of 1991, the names of degrees are fixed
by Ministerial ordinances. By the ordinances Doctoral Degrees are classified into
19 categories according to the fields of subjects. Master’s degrees into 28. Bachelor’s
degrees into 29. The result of the revision is that each university defines the names
of degrees according to the majoring subjects.

The 1994 survey found that there are 250 bachelors’, 181 master’s, and 125 doctoral
degrees. The 1995 survey finds that there are 292 bachelor’s, 194 master’s, and 136

doctoral degrees. All names, including their English translations, are listed.
