The Center
is established within the National Institution for Academic
Degrees and Quality Enhancement of Higher Education (NIAD-QE).

The Tokyo Convention aims to facilitate international mobility of
students and academics in higher education in the Asia-Pacific
region by setting a framework of collaboration amongst the State
Parties on mutual and fair recognition of higher education. The
Parties should establish and maintain National Information Centers
(NICs) to provide information about each country’s higher educa-
tion. Japan acceded in December 2017, and the Convention entered
into force in February 2018. As of August 1, 2019, there are 8 State
Parties: Australia, China, New Zealand, Japan, Republic of Korea,
Holy See, Mongolia, and Turkey (in chronological order).
