(of education, research, and of institutions) in Europe, amongst other things focusing on the Bologna process, (b)
employability of higher education graduates, and (c) transparency tools (‘rankings’).

Don published dozens of journal articles, books and book chapters on quality assurance in higher education in the
Netherlands and Europe, its impacts, and on transparency tools.

He co-designed the CRE/EUA Institutional Evaluation Programme, the first international institutional quality review in
1993/1994, was involved in a large number of (Tempus) projects to modernise and quality assure higher education in
Central and Eastern Europe between 1991 and ca. 2005, evaluated the quality assurance procedure (TLQPR) in Hong Kong
(1998/1999) and led the independent assessment of the Bologna Process in 2009/2010.

With CRE/EUA he took part in audits of more than a dozen universities throughout Europe. After evaluating the first
version of TLQPR, he joined around half a dozen review teams of Hong Kong universities in subsequent evaluation rounds.

Don is a member of editorial boards of three journals in Europe focusing on quality assurance of higher education. He
sits on the advisory board of the Portuguese accreditation agency A3ES, after having served terms on accreditation
agencies’ boards in Austria and before that Hungary.

Next to being a team member in U-Map and U-Multirank projects, he works for the secretariat of the Review Committee
for Higher Education in the Netherlands, which monitors the performance contracts agreed with individual higher
education institutions in 2012. Don'’s tasks there concentrate on students’ success and drop-out.
