Organizational Structures of Graduate Education
in the United States

Akira TACHI*

In this article I study organizations of graduate education in the United State to
find general patterns of its structures and differences from Japanese ones.

Uses of the terms of “college”, “faculty”, “school” and “graduate school/division”
are examined and differentiated carefully. The American graduate school is different
from the Japanese daigakuin which is translated as the graduate school. The term
of the graduate school is usually for the office or unit with responsibility for central
university graduate affairs in the US. But the Japanese daigakuin is the complex
of graduate faculties and graduate porgrams. I show that this difference is often
a cause of Japanese misunderstanding on the Anerican graduate education.

To find general patterns of structures of graduate organizations, several
universities are studied as cases according to the Carnegie Classification. Four types
of organizational structures of graduate education, “private research universtiy”,
“public research university”, “private master’s university”, and “public master’s

university” are suggested to generaleze its structures.
